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First Generation

1. Joseph HARTSHORN was born about 1765 in the area of Hollis, New Hampshire and Dunstable, Mass. (The final
formation of these boundaries was not settled until after 1769.).  Joseph died after 1846, probably enroute to Utah. In
February, 1846, the Mormons were driven out of Nauvoo, Illinois. They soon set out for what would be Winter Quarters,
Nebraska. Over 600 would lose their lives during that harsh winter. Joseph would remain in Nauvoo until May of that
year when he joined a wagon train and headed west to Utah.

  Joseph Hartshorn moved to Exeter, Otsego County, New York, along with his father and at least two of his brothers, Samuel
and John, in the early 1790s. He was a blacksmith in the village of Schuyler Lake, New York. By 1820, he moved to Erie
County, Penn. where he continued to follow the trade of blacksmith and where he became a follower of Joseph Smith.  He
left there in 1836 and migrated with the Mormons to Kirtland, Ohio, Jackson County Missouri and on to Richfield, Adams
County, Illinois. He lived in Adams County for several years and owned land in Section 17, which he later sold to his sons
Alvin and Orin. Joseph moved on to Nauvoo, Illinois. There, he bought two pieces of land in the central portion of Nauvoo.
On 16 July 1842 he purchased the east half of lot 4 on block 19 of the Wells Addition to the city. This is probably the piece
of land described  as "6N8W" [Nauvoo Tax Index, pg. 217]. He and his second wife, Frances, sold that property to A. C.
Hodge on 16 April 1845. In 1843 he purchased a small piece of ground in Kimball's first addition to Nauvoo. This was sold
for $800 on 7 May 1846, apparently planning to leave for the West with Brigham Young. It is thought that he headed west
with the other Mormons and may have died on the trail while bound for Utah, at the age of 81. Except for a granddaughter,
none of his progeny are know to have followed the LDS. Coincidentally, she (Laura Ann Hartshorn JONES-#27, below) died
during childbirth on the trek west to Utah.

Joseph HARTSHORN and Gemima ALLEN? were married about 1800 in Otsego Co., New York.  Gemima ALLEN? was
born about 1775, possibly in Vermont.  She appears to have died before 1840 as Joseph married a second time. Neither of
these wives are thought to be plural wives.  Joseph HARTSHORN and Gemima ALLEN? had the following children:

2. Horatio HARTSHORN (Joseph-1) was born on 11 Sep 1802 in Exeter, Otsego, New York and died on 20 Dec 1879 in
Tama Co., Iowa [descendant's family information]. In addition, it states that he lived in Marin, Twp, Oneida, N.Y. in
1846 (?) and in Ekhorn Twp. in 1849. He was buried in Oak Hill Cemetery, Tama, Iowa.

  Quincy and his brother Horace came from Pennsylvania in 1855 and bought Usher's Farm. Quincy bought land on Section
#4, returned to Pennsylvania and married, settled his business and in the Fall went to Illinois where the family spent the
winter. In the spring of 1854 they started for their new home in Buckingham, near Traer, Iowa. Quincy remained there until
his death. [History of Tama, Tama Co., Iowa  1883, Union Publishing Company, p. 851]

Horatio HARTSHORN and Elizabeth "Polly" QUINCY were married on 23 Nov 1824 in West Springfield, Erie,
Pennsylvania.  Elizabeth "Polly" QUINCY was born on 1 Mar 1808 in Ticonderoga, Essex, New York and died on 1 Sep
1902 in Tama Co., Iowa.

POLLY QUINCY HARTSHORN  Obituary

Polly Quincy Hartshorn was born at Ticonderoga, N.Y., March 8, 1808, and died in  Tama, Iowa, September 21, 1902, in the
ninety-fifth year of her life.   In early childhood she lost her parents by death and went to live with a sister in Pennsylvania.
Here she was married November 23, 1824, to Horatio Hartshorn. They were the parents of seven children; three sons--
Horatio, deceased [should be Horace]; Quincy [deceased] and Orin, who live[s] in Ohio, and four daughters-Mrs. Louisa
Cross, Springfield, Penn.; Harriet Brooks and Martha Smith, Tama; Mary Smith, deceased.

When twenty-two years of age Mrs. Hartshorn united with the Baptist church, of which she remained a consistent member
for seventy years. In 1872, she came with her husband to live with her daughter, Mrs. Harriet Brooks.  Mr. Hartshorn died in
1879, but the mother remained in the faithful care of her daughters for more than thirty years.

The funeral was from the house, Tuesday afternoon, at two o'clock. The music was furnished by the Irma Quartette with Miss
Edith Brice at the organ.  They sang the old favorite songs of grandmother, "It Is Well With My Soul", "The Home Over
There", "Jesus Lover of My Soul", and "Good Night".  The services were conducted by Pastor D. McMasters, of the Baptist
church.

Grandmother Hartshorn was a remarkable woman.  Born in a place of such thrilling historic interest as Ticonderoga, when
the nation was in its infancy, she had passed through the experiences and changes of almost a century and had gathered
knowledge from every year.  Age brought her physical but not mental infirmities as she was an interested reader and keen
thinker.  The last six months of her life were full of suffering, but her mind retained its strength to a remarkable degree.

Perhaps the most remarkable thing in this life is not its length of years nor its strength of mind, but the wonderful love of her
daughter who ministered to the mother for more than thirty years.  The community will never forget this faithfulness with
which Mrs. Brooks has cared for her mother for more than  thirty years.  The remains were laid to rest in Oak Hill cemetery
in the family lot.  [The Tama Free Press; Tama, Iowa; Sept. 25, 1902.]

BROOKS) was born on 3 Apr 1820 in Ashtabula Co., Ohio.

16.  Quincy Delos HARTSHORN (Horatio-2, Joseph-1) was born on 23 Oct 1832 in West Springfield, Erie, Pennsylvania.
Various civil and family records variously give birth dates as 21 Nov 1832, 23 Oct 1832 and 28 Oct 1832. He died on 15 Nov
1878 in Perry Twp., Traer, Tama, Iowa and was buried on 17 Nov 1878 in Buckingham Cemetery, near Traer, Iowa.  Quincy
Delos Hartshorn and his wife removed from Pennsylvania in 1853 or 1854 to take residence in Iowa. A daughter was born
along the way, in Illinois. Along with his brother Horace, he bought property described as "Usher's farm" as well as plots of
land in "section 4." They both returned to Pennsylvania to settle business affairs, returning through Illinous in the fall of
1854. Spending the winter there, he started out for the new home in Iowa in the spring of 1855, driving teams and livestock.
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Known as a land owner and dealer in merchandise, he spent the remainder of his life farming the land he originally settled.

His obituary reads:

"The community was started on Friday at the somewhat sudden death of Mr. Hartshorn, few knowing he had been sick. He
was generally known in this section, and respected for his moral worth, upright in all his dealings, social and genial in private
life, charitable when necessary, a good neighbor, a constant friend, and was truly said in the funeral  discourse `had more
piety than many who spoke and prayed in class meeting'  none knew him intimately but to love him, few came in contact with
him but respected him. He had many intimate friends among the old settlers and  they testify to his unswerving friendship.

"Mr. Hartshorn came to Buckingham in the spring of 1855 and has been one of us all these ever varying years, and done
much to form the moral  sentiment of the settlement, his influence in those early days when all  was chaos, being for schools
and churches and respect unto the law and he  lived to see the realization of his wishes. The funeral was on the  Sabbath, the
day was fine and many hundred attended. About one hundred  and fifty of the old settlers were out. Sixteen were deputed as
pall-bearers, others met in town and marched out, met the procession and  escorted the family to the church; not one half of
the people could obtain entrance. Rev. Mr. Smith discoursed; as it will probably be published, I need not speak of it. Mr.
Hartshorn was born in Springfield, Pennsylvania in 1832, was married there in 1853, and celebrated their silver wedding a
short time since. His family and connections are generally known and need not be  named. Five short weeks ago he assisted
at the yearly meetings of the old settlers, enjoying himself, making all happy; he will be greatly missed at our next reunion.

"A 'good name is greatly to be desired' we are told. If we succeed in leaving to our family and friends as good a name as Mr.
Hartshorn has left to his; our measure will be full." [Toledo Chronicle, Toledo, Iowa, Thursday, November 21, 1878]

Quincy Delos HARTSHORN and Harriet Eliza BROOKS were married on 17 Aug 1853 in West Springfield, Erie,
Pennsylvania.

Joseph married (1) on 30 Sep 1849 to Eliza CLEVELAND,.   They appear as a family in Kinderhook, Pike, Illinois Federal
census of 1880. He is a merchant with father born in NY and mother born in PA.

Joseph Hartshorn QUINCY married second?,  Mary BRADSHAW.   LDS records give a marriage date of 3 Oct 1831 in Pike
County, Missouri.. This is obviously not correct unless Joseph was a child groom.  Possibly a misreading of 1881?

Joseph Hartshorn QUINCY may have married a Caroline JONES as his third wife.  I have not found any further records.

He was promoted to
fireman and later to engineer on the rolling stock. Ill health in 1893 forced Mr. Hartshorn to accept the lighter work of
foreman of the roundhouse and machine shop at Panhandle City, Texas. In 1893, the Hartshorn brothers raced from Kiowa on
Texas mustang racing horses forty miles south, to the Eagle Chief Valley, an area familiar to them since their days as
cowboys. They staked bordering claims where the land was good and the water plentiful. William went back to work for the
railroad at Panhandle City and brothers John and Ezra built temporary sod homes for their families. The railroad provided an
annual pass which made frequent trips to and from the Oklahoma claim easy and inexpensive, where they spent most of the
summers. By 1898, Mr. Hartshorn had enough funds to buy a herd of cattle. He drove them from Texas to Oklahoma, even
crossing the flooded Canadian River. Arriving in Oklahoma, he discovered the pasture land had been leased to another. He
was forced to sell his claim, cattle and furniture. He started back up in 1900 and was fortunate in finding abundant grazing
land in the Red Hills. The area grew and a school and church were organized. The children finished elementary school and
attended Southwestern Preparatory school and college. Daughters Alva, Willa, Christa and Marie became teachers, Viola and
Wanda became housewives. Mr. Hartshorn retired in 1910 and for two years, the family made their home in Victoria, Texas.
In 1912, the family returned to Alva where the children attended school and lived at the ranch in the summer. His health
failing, William Hartshorn closed out his ranching interests in 1918. His death cam a year later at the home of his daughter,
Willa. The Hartshorns were lifelong Methodists, except Mr. Hartshorn who was a Quaker the last five years of his life as
there was a church near his home. This Hartshorn family exemplified the values and work ethic of the plains pioneers.

Milton William HARTSHORN and Delphina "Della" Virginia CECIL were married on 20 Mar 1879 in Johnson, Missouri.

He was buried  in the Eastern Star Cemetery,
Aline, Okla. John Allen Hartshorn, named after Ethan Allen, Revolutionary War hero from Herkimer Co., NY, lived with his
parents in Richfield, Ill. until 1868, when they moved to Cornelia, Missouri. Here he grew to manhood, went west in 1876
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and was a cowboy on the plains and returned in 1878 to his home in Cornelia. He bought land there (Sect. 20, Twp. 45,
Range 26, 11 Aug 1891; Sect. 14, Twp. 45, Range 29, 1 Dec 1892). There he worked for a nursery company selling trees and
shrubs. After marrying Lula, he lived in Warrensburg near his wife's family until 1893. He learned that the Cherokee Outlet
was being opened for settlers and decided to seek a home there. In the spring of that year, they arrived by train at Kiowa. He
began a job with a grading crew that was building the railroad. On September 16th, he ran in the race of the opening and
staked a claim in the Eagle Chief Valley of Woods County. He build a temporary sod house and the family moved in.
Maintaining his ties to the Stark Nursery, he bought many plants at cost which he and his brothers used to plant fine orchards.
Mr. Hartshorn helped to develop and improve the community, laying out the town of Aline and planting trees. He helped
build the first Methodist church, with brothers William and Ezra, about a mile south of Aline which was moved to town when
it become organized. Tragedy struck in 1902 when Louetta and her baby died during childbirth. John took the young children
back to Warrensburg, Missouri and Barry, Illinois. Ivan was sent to Chaddock Boy's School in Quincy, Ill. and Edith was
sent to a girl's school in Aurora, Ill. John returned with Fern and Ruth and lived in Ezra's home in Aline. The next year, he
married a widow, Minnie White, the sister of Ezra's wife, Belle. When the railroad came to town, he used his experience as a
grader to organize road crews and contracted for the laying of roadbeds. In 1908, he sold his farm and moved to Carlsbad,
New Mexico, where the children finished high school. He and brother Ezra, for a time had a land sales and irrigation
business. This venture was closed out in 1916, when he went into the oil drilling business. He retired in El Paso, Texas in
1920 where he died a year later. His body was returned to Aline, the town that he contributed so much to.

John Allen HARTSHORN and Loretta HOUTS were married on 6 Mar 1889 in Warrensburg, Johnson, Missouri.  Loretta
HOUTS (daughter of Green Van Cleave HOUTS and Mary Ann THORNTON) was born on 20 Oct 1867 in Warrensburg,
Johnson, Missouri and was baptized in Centerview,.  She died on 26 Apr 1902 in Aline, Alfalfa, Oklahoma  (Eagle Chief
Indian Terr.), in childbirth and was buried there on 29 Apr 1902.  John Allen HARTSHORN and Loretta HOUTS had the
following children:
